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GENERAL ADMINISTRATIVE INFORMATION 

 

Fees and Charges 
 

The following fees and charges are set out in 
accordance with the provisions of the Vocational 
Education and Training Act 1996 and as published 
in the Fees and Charges Policy Guidelines for 
Publicly Funded Registered Training Organisations 
and Programs in 2005 publication. 

Upon enrolment, you can expect to pay the 
following fees and charges: 

 

Course Fee 

A fee is charged for each unit when an Apprentice 
enrols.  A maximum rate of $580 per semester or 
$1160 per annum will be charged.  

If you are the holder of a current Concession Card 
issued by Centrelink, a maximum of $ 290 per 
semester or $ 580 will be charged. 

Resource Fee 

Resource fees cover materials purchased by the 
College to be consumed or transformed by 
students in the course instruction.   This fee covers 
internet charges and other services utilised by the 
students in the course of instruction.  This also 
includes workbook costs. 

 

Please note:  Apprentices are required to enrol 
in ALL units that they will be attending for the 
year. 

Student Identification Card 

An application for a student card must be 
completed at time of enrolment and these forms will 
be available from Student Administration (A Block) 
and the Learning Resource Centre..  The card will 
be   $15.00 and is valid for the current year only.  
Payment can be made at Student Administration or 
the Learning Resource Centre.  The Learning 
Resource Centre will accept all card applications 
and then take a photo.  You can collect the card 
from the Learning Resource Centre.  Your student 
card is required for photocopying, printing, 
borrowing library resources, accessing Ciba Tek 
after hours and accessing discounts listed in the 
Fact Pack.

Withdrawal / Refund of Fees 
 

If you are seeking a refund of fees for a module or 
unit or course, students must provide written advice 
of withdrawal from their course of study once the 
enrolment has been processed.  Students who 
withdraw from their course need to complete a 
“Withdrawal and Refund” form, to be eligible for a 
refund.  This form is available from Main Reception, 
A Block. 

Where a course, module or unit is cancelled or 
rescheduled to a time unsuitable, or where the 
student is not given a place due to the maximum 
number of places being reached, then the student 
is entitled to a full refund of fees and charges 
provided a “Withdrawal and Refund” form                         
is lodged. 

Students who withdraw from their course or study 
for other reasons must lodge a “Withdrawal and 
Refund” form prior to or within four weeks of 
commencing the first module or unit to be eligible 
for a full refund of their tuition fee.  Students who 
meet the above conditions will also be refunded 
50% of the resource fee. The discretionary charges 
are non-refundable. 

Students may be eligible for a pro rata refund of 
fees and charges for courses and modules or units 
at any time during the semester if they can 
establish, with documentary evidence, satisfactory 
grounds for withdrawing from the course (for 
example, serious illness or disability, transfer of 
employment, or other circumstances beyond          
their control). 

 

Re-Assessment Policy 
 

Apprentices have an opportunity to be reassessed 
against competencies they have not achieved 
during their block and will have 7 weeks from the 
end date of the block to complete. 

Please note that reassessment fees may apply. 
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APPRENTICE RESPONSIBILITIES 

Student Code of Conduct 
 

Durack Institute of Technology prides itself on 
preparing students for employment and promotion.

Nominal Hours 
 
The term „nominal hours‟ refers to an approximate 
number of hours that it would typically take a 
student to successfully achieve a competent level of 
performance in the learning outcome or elements of 
comprehension in the module or                           
unit of competence. 
 
It is not meant to be a prescriptive or restrictive 
figure.  On occasions, students may take less time 
than the nominal hours suggest. 
 
The nominal hours do not necessarily have to be 
achieved during a single block.  They may be 
completed over a number of blocks. For example, 
Occupational Health and Safety is included in every 
Unit of Competence that Apprentices are enrolled 
in. 
 
Please note that with the introduction of Training 
Packages, some courses are in a state of transition.

All Electrical Apprentices need to supply a copy of 
their current „C‟ Grade License to the College. Final 
year Electrical Apprentices should contact the 
Office of Energy on (08) 9422 5282 to apply for  
their „A” Grade licenses. 
 

 
 

 
Literacy and Numeracy Support          

for Students 
Some students are able to perform practical tasks 
very well, however they may have problems with 
math calculations or reading and understanding 
information in their course, or in their workplace. 
The College has programs available to support 
students who are having difficulties in these areas. 
 
The Certificate of Applied Vocational Study Skills 
(CAVSS) program is a free service available to 
students enrolled in most courses at Durack 
Institute of Technology. Through this program 
individuals or small groups of students who are 
having problems with literacy or numeracy can be 
provided with tuition from a specialist lecturer. This 
course does not mean extra work, as it is integrated 
with the vocational course. It is designed to assist 
students to successfully complete their studies. 
 

The College also offers classes in Maths, Reading 
and Writing through the Certificate of General 
Education for Adults (CGEA) course. These classes 
are available during the day and in the evening. 
Students can access the CGEA course at any time.   
 
The Adult Literacy team at Durack Institute of 
Technology is available to discuss any queries and 
help each student work out their best options. Staff 
can be contacted through the General Education 
Program Assistant by phoning (08) 9956 6128. 

 

Recognition of Prior Learning, 
Recognition of Current Competencies 

and Credit Transfers 

If you have completed units of study in the 
same or similar course at another Registered 
Training Organisation or educational institute 
the College may recognise this study as partial 
completion of your qualification.  Similarly, 
clients who have gained qualifications 
overseas can have these assessed against 
their Australian equivalency. 

Durack Institute of Technology can also help 
you gain formal recognition for the skills and 
knowledge you may already have.  This may 
mean you are given credit towards a 
qualification you wish to achieve.  Students 
who have undertaken previous study or who 
have relevant work/life experiences are 
encouraged to apply for Recognition of Prior 
Learning (or RPL) or Recognition of Current

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COLLEGE DRESS 
STANDARDS 

 COLLEGE DRESS 
STANDARDS  

 
As an educational institution certain dress 
standards are required of those who attend, for 
reasons of safety, hygiene and/or suitability. Bare 
feet are not acceptable at the College, nor are tank 
tops, singlets or any clothing bearing material that 
could offend public sensitivity. 
 
Lecturers are authorised to deny students access 
to any class if the standards are not observed.

Workshop Dress Standards 
 

Clothing MUST provide adequate cover and be 
reasonably close fitting with no torn parts that can 
be snagged.

The MINIMUM Dress Standard for the workshop is 
appropriate work clothing. ie: King Gee, Hard 
Yakka or appropriate protective clothing. 
 

Hair 
Long hair MUST be restrained with heavy-duty 
safety hair net or a beret type cap that fully 
encloses the hair.

Footwear 
Footwear must be worn within the College at ALL 
times.
